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SNAPSHOT OF BURGH LE MARSH

Burgh Le Marsh has been a settlement, village and town for over 3,000 years, enjoying
prosperous periods and enduring the poor times. Originally known as Burgh-in-the-Marsh, it
was a Saxon gathering of farmers with the allied trades. It was decided to drain the marsh to
produce more crops and grazing land. The higher parts of the area were designated as the
safer portion of the locale, because it could be defended.

It has often been said that Burgh Le
Marsh is the fiGateway
As can be seen many of the villages
and towns have AMARSHO
name, just to add to the fact that
much of the area was marshland.
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being exported to all parts of the
country. Also, a special area for cattle
and sheep production, with the
Lincolnshire Red Beef known for its
colour and very tasty meat.
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The Roman army was here and had a fortress. The name Burgh means fortified town. Many
Saxon, Roman and medieval artefacts have been found, and are still being unearthed as
residents dig their gardens. A Saxon tumulus (burial ground) was excavated in 1936, by
students of the Burgh Theological College, and human remains were found but reinterred. It is
believed the occupants had died of the plague. During the centuries the top of the tumulus
sank and it is understood that cock fighting was a common sport, held there; today it is still
known as Cock Hill. In times of trouble, or celebration, the beacon situated on the mound is lit.

The town of Burgh Le Marsh has been
expanded over the last 40 years but
still has the feel of a village.
